Reading Literature Strategies-by standard
RL1:  Cite strong and thorough evidence to support analysis of what the texts says as well as inferences drawn from the text

· Highlight significant details, both those that are stated directly and those that are suggested.

· Highlight main or controlling idea, topic sentences, supporting details

RL2:  Determine the central idea of a text and analyze its development over the course of the text

· Preview the title.
· Summarize key details or events in the margin.  Make predictions.  Visualize the characters.
· Analyze annotations.  Determine the organization, connection, and relationship of the details and events.

· Evaluate the author’s ideas and reasoning.  DO NOT add your own ideas and opinions

RL3:  Analyze how complex characters (e.g., those with multiple or conflicting motivations) develop over the course of a text, interact with other characters, and advance the plot or develop the theme.

· Annotate the author’s physical description of the characters.

· Annotate the actions of the characters.
· Annotate the thoughts and feelings of the characters.
· Analyze how others respond to characters in thought, dialogue, or action.

RL4:  Determine the meaning of words and phrases

· Determine the tone and purpose of the text.

· Highlight words and/or phrases that seem significant or particularly vivid

· Analyze the context of the words and phrases.

· Ask yourself “Why would the author use this particular term here? “ and “What impact does this word/phrases have on the text?”

RL5:  Analyze how an author's choices concerning how to structure a text, order events within it (e.g., parallel plots), and manipulate time (e.g., pacing, flashbacks) create such effects as mystery, tension, or surprise.

· Determine the organization of the details.
· Create a plot chart to track events.
· Annotate mystery, suspense, foreshadowing, surprise….
RL6:  Analyze a particular point of view or cultural experience reflected in a work of literature from outside the United States, drawing on a wide reading of world literature. Highlight main or controlling idea, topic sentences, supporting details

· Determine the central idea.
· Compare the traditional American points of view to other points of view.
· Compare American culture to the culture in the text.

· Annotate the narrator’s thoughts and reactions to events.
