Reading Strategies-by standard
RI1:  Cite strong and thorough evidence to support analysis of what the texts says as well as inferences drawn from the text

· Highlight significant details, both those that are stated directly and those that are suggested.

· Highlight main or controlling idea, topic sentences, supporting details

RI2:  Determine the central idea of a text and analyze its development over the course of the text

· Preview the text for its informational elements.

· Highlight the topic sentences or stated main idea.  If you think the idea is implied, highlight and chart the details which most contribute the implied main idea.

· Highlight the key supporting details.  Summarize key details in the margin.

· Analyze annotations.  Determine the organization, connection, and relationship of the details.

· Evaluate the author’s ideas and reasoning.  DO NOT add your own ideas and opinions

RI3:  Analyze how the author unfolds an analysis or series of ideas or events

· Determine the organization of the text.

· Highlight and analyze the arrangement of ideas and information.

· Determine the relationship among ideas and information

RI4:  Determine the meaning of words and phrases

· Determine the tone and purpose of the text.

· Highlight words and/or phrases that seem significant or particularly vivid

· Analyze the context of the words and phrases.

· Ask yourself “Why would the author use this particular term here? “ and “What impact does this word/phrases have on the text?”

RI 5:  Analyze how an author’s ideas or claims are developed and refined by particular sentences, paragraphs, or larger portions of the text

· Highlight main or controlling idea, topic sentences, supporting details

· While reading the text, divide the text into sections which exhibit similar ideas.

· Compose short summaries of the divided sections and then analyze the impact of the sections.

· Ask yourself “How does this sentence/paragraph/chapter establish the author’s idea/claim

RI6:  Determine the author’s point of view or purpose

· Highlight main or controlling idea, topic sentences, supporting details

· Determine the author’s tone by annotating details, diction, imagery, sentence structure.

· Annotate facts, opinions, bias.

· Highlight repetition, parallelism, anecdotes, or other rhetorical strategies.

· Re-read the first and last paragraphs for a stated purpose or suggestive statements.
